ABSTRACT

This study explores the incidence of Flipped Learning in the Writing Skill of ESL. It was
designed to bring light to World Wide teachers upon the new opportunities of change we
have with the unstoppable growth of ICT’s. This document aims to analyze what kind of
influence, either positive or negative, the new model of Education, Flipped Learning, has
upon the development of Writing Skill, designed for students belonging to a Private
Institution and that may serve as a model to follow to other Private and Public Institutions
as well.
