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RESUMEN

La Economia Popular y Solidaria (EPS) ha surgido de la necesidad de reivindicar y defender
los derechos individuales y sociales de los menos favorecidos y las organizaciones que las
representan. Tal es el caso, que a partir de la promulgacion de la Constitucién de 2008, se
prioriza los bienes y servicios producidos por sectores como de la EPS en la compra publica;
es por ello que en el presente articulo se analiza y determina el efecto de la implementacion del
catalogo dindmico inclusivo (en adelante, CDI) en la participacion de los actores de la economia
popular y solidaria (en adelante, EPS) a través del acceso a la compra publica. Para este analisis
se propone evidenciar la participacion de la EPS antes de la implementacion del CDI (2013) y
contrarrestar con la concurrencia de estos sectores (2016). Con la recopilacion de fuentes
bibliogréficas, y través del enfoque cuantitativo, se recolectan y se procesan las bases obtenidas
de la compra publica que serviran de andlisis para el estudio correlacional, el que pretende
encontrar la relacion entre la inclusion de la EPS y las compras publicas. Esta herramienta de
compra publica ha impulsado la inclusién a través de sus productos y servicios de produccion
nacional, otorgandole oportunidades para reactivar su economia con la generacién de empleo,

mejorando asi las condiciones de vida de sus integrantes y sus familias.
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ABSTRACT

The Popular and Solidarity Economy (EPS) has emerged from the need to claim and defend the
individual and social rights of the less favored and the organizations that represent them. Such
is the case that, since the promulgation of the 2008 Constitution, the goods and services
produced by sectors such as the EPS in the public purchase are prioritized; that is why in this
article we analyze and determine the effect of the implementation of the inclusive dynamic
catalog (hereinafter, CDI) on the participation of the popular and solidarity economy actors
(hereinafter, EPS) through access to the public purchase. For this analysis, it is proposed to
demonstrate the participation of the EPS before the implementation of the CDI (2013) and to
counteract the concurrence of these sectors (2016). With the collection of bibliographic sources,
and through the quantitative approach, the bases obtained from the public purchase are collected
and processed, which will serve as analysis for the correlational study, which seeks to find the
relationship between the inclusion of EPS and public purchases. . This tool of public purchase
has promoted the inclusion through its products and services of national production, granting
opportunities to reactivate its economy with the generation of employment, thus improving the

living conditions of its members and their families.
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
