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Resumen.-

En un entorno plagado de incertidumbres, resulta muy dificil y hasta ahora lo es, para
los Estados y sus Fuerzas Armadas tratar de darle “certidumbre y valoracion”, a las
nuevas amenazas con la dindmica que se presentan; resulta por decirlo simple
“‘complicado” buscar definirlas en tiempo, dimension y espacio (las amenazas) con la
misma exactitud con la que se calculaba un potencial relativo de combate para la guerra
irregular en los aflos 70 y 80; y por ende igual de complicado o mas complejo resulta
aterrizar estas apreciaciones y posibilidades en politicas, directivas u 6érdenes que
instruyan a las Instituciones del Estado y guien a las FF.AA para su combate y
neutralizacion. Los sistemas tradicionales de Planificacion de Operaciones en el Ambito
Interno de un Estado, al no tener definido el “sistema de variables” en que se mueve la
dinamica de las amenazas, daban a sus fuerzas en todos los niveles de la conduccion
tareas como por ejemplo “realizar operaciones de control del narcotrafico...”, “realizar
operaciones de apoyo al control del crimen organizado o los grupos irregulares
armados...”, lo dificil no era entonces dar la tarea o mision a cumplir, lo dificil era el dar
el “cdmo”, ; Qué tareas “claves” nos llevarian a los resultados para alcanzar ese objetivo
difuso e intangible en el &mbito interno?. El presente articulo busca explorar soluciones
nuevas y dinamicas a un problema permanente, mediante el planteamiento de un nuevo
modelo operacional y su definicion para las Operaciones de Apoyo a la Seguridad

Integral del Estado.
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Abstract.-

In an environment plagued by uncertainties, it is very difficult and until now it is, for the
States and their Armed Forces to try to give "certainty and valuation" to the new threats
with the dynamics presented; it turns out to be simple "complicated" to seek to define
them in time, dimension and space (threats) with the same accuracy with which a relative
combat potential for irregular war was calculated in the 70s and 80s; and therefore just
as complicated or more complex it is to land these assessments and possibilities in
policies, directives or orders that instruct the State Institutions and guide the Armed
Forces to combat and neutralize them. The traditional systems of Planning of Operations
in the Internal Scope of a State, not having defined the "system of variables" in which the
dynamics of the threats are moving, gave their forces at all levels of the conduction tasks
such as "Carry out operations to control drug trafficking ...", "carry out operations to
support the control of organized crime or irregular armed groups ...", the difficult part was
not to give the task or mission to fulfill, the difficult was to give the "how" , What "key"
tasks would lead us to the results to achieve that diffuse and intangible objective in the
internal sphere ?. The present article seeks to explore new and dynamic solutions to a

permanent problem, by proposing a new operational model and its definition for Support

Operations for the State's Integral Security.
