OCCIDENTAL?”, para esto se recolecto toda la informacion mediante la aplicacion de
encuestas dirigidas a los turistas nacionales y extranjeros lo que permitio definir el perfil
del aviturista que visita el Refugio, de igual manera se aplico el modelo integrado de la
competitividad del destino turistico de Dwyer y Kim, que ayudo a identificar los recursos
y capacidades que se encuentran potencializadas y las que se pueden potencializar;
ademas, se identificd las debilidades que tienen dentro del lugar. Es por eso que realizar
esta actividad dentro del circuito Mayguayacu es factible, ya que tanto turistas nacionales
y extranjeros estan interesados en que se implemente a esto como un servicio fijo, ya que
es la unica reserva que posee el ultimo remanente de Bosque Siempre Verde Montano
Alto del Norte de la Cordillera Oriental de los Andes, lo cual atrae a diferentes especies

de aves que no se encuentran en otros lugares.
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ABSTRACT

The present investigation has like objective realize a "STUDY OF THE IMPORTANCE
OF THE AVITURISM IN THE REFUGE OF WILD LIFE PASOCHOA CIRCUIT
MAYGUAYACU ORIENTAL AND WESTERN ESTRIBACION", for this all the
information was collected by means of the application of surveys directed to the national
and foreign tourists what that allowed to define the profile of the aviturista that visits the
Refuge, in the same way the integrated model of the competitiveness of the tourist
destination of Dwyer and Kim was applied, that helped to identify the resources and
capacities that are potentiated and those that can be potentialized; In addition, the
weaknesses that they have within the place were identified. That is why doing this activity
within the Mayguayacu circuit is feasible, since both domestic and foreign tourists are
interested in being implemented as a fixed service, since it is the only reserve that has the
last remnant of Montano Evergreen Forest High North of the Eastern Cordillera of the

Andes, which attracts different species of birds that are not found elsewhere.
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
