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Resumen

El presente articulo de investigacion aborda los resultados de una encuesta realizada a 383
jovenes entre 16 y 18 afos en diferentes provincias del Ecuador, respecto de la confianza que
tienen en los partidos politicos, y cdmo se relacionaria esta confianza con su participacién en el
ejercicio del voto facultativo. Los resultados sefialan que el nivel de confianza en los partidos
politicos, en la escala de 1 a 10 es de 5, una media que se contrasta con un 73% de jovenes que
asistieron a votar al proceso electoral para elegir al presidente de la republica en el afio 2017. Lo
que nos permite deducir que existen otros factores que no estan en armonia con la confianza, que
motivan, y movilizan a los jovenes a ir a sufragar. EI organismo rector en materia electoral ha
venido realizando campafias educativas con énfasis en la sensibilizacion en colegios fiscales y
particulares en el pais, promocionando educacion en democracia, el derecho civico y politico de
elegir por medio del voto facultativo. Se abre la puerta al debate, sobre el papel que juegan las
acciones de los partidos politicos y las instituciones publicas, en lo que respecta a participacion

democratica de los jévenes y su toma de decisiones.
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Abstract

This research article addresses the results of a survey carried out on 383 young people between 16
and 18 years old in different provinces of Ecuador, regarding the trust they have in political parties,
and how this trust would be related to their participation in the exercise of the optional vote. The
results indicate that the level of trust in political parties, on a scale of 1 to 10, is 5, an average that
is contrasted with 73% of young people who attended to vote in the electoral process to elect the
president of the republic in the year 2017. This allows us to deduce that there are other factors that
are not in harmony with trust, that motivate, and mobilize young people to vote. The governing
body in electoral matters has been carrying out educational campaigns with an emphasis on raising
awareness in public and private colleges in the country, promoting education in democracy, the
civic and political right to choose through optional vote. The door is opened to debate on the role
played by the actions of political parties and public institutions, with regard to the democratic

participation of young people and their decision-making.
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
