RESUMEN

Dentro del proceso de desarrollo mundial actual, la integracion regional ha
pasado por varios desafios a causa de asimetrias en niveles de desarrollo entre
las naciones; es por eso que es de especial interés comprender las relaciones
comerciales bilaterales, éstas persiguen el fin de impulsar la productividad y el
desarrollo de las partes suscriptoras de dichos convenios.

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ABSTRACT

Within the current world development process, regional integration has
undergone several changes due to asymmetries in levels of development among
nations. That is why it is of special interest to understand bilateral trade relation,
which is aimed at boosting the productivity and development of the parties
subscribing to these agreements. The Economic Complementation Agreement,
signed between the Republic of Ecuador and the Republic of Chile, has
succeeded in obtaining a favorable trade balance for our country. One of our
products with greater commercial exchange belongs to the industry of vegetable
fats and oils. In spite of the differences between the different member countries
of some commercial blocs (CAN, MERCOSUR, ALBA), integration between
nations is becoming deeper and stronger. The study aims to determine the
bilateral commercial situation in the Ecuadorian vegetable fats and oils industry
by analyzing variables that stand in the development of this industry and with

more diversified and efficient suppliers.
