RESUMEN

Ecuador y Chile firmaron el Acuerdo de Complementacion Econémica No. 65 el 10 de
marzo del 2008 y entra en vigencia en el afio 2010, remplazando al ACE No. 32 firmado
en 1994 por las mismas naciones al amparo de la Asociacion Latino Americana de
Integracién (ALADI). Segun organismos de ambos paises, el acuerdo ha ayudado a que
la Balanza Comercial sea positiva para las relaciones comerciales entre las dos partes,
sin embargo, esta constituida por el intercambio de varios productos mismos que son
contemplados en el acuerdo y uno de ellos es la carne de cerdo en todas sus
presentaciones, producto que es objeto de la presente investigacién. El desarrollo
histérico de las relaciones entre Ecuador y Chile ha sido positivo en todos los aspectos y
es cada vez mas fuerte. El comercio de ambas naciones es principalmente petrolero;
considerando que sus economias no son complementarias y al Ecuador le falta
diversificacion en la oferta de sus productos, no se ha obtenido el beneficio esperado del
ACE No. 65. La presente investigacion brinda una vision general que nace de una realidad
en especifico, al analizar la incidencia del Acuerdo de Complementacion Econémica No.

65 en la industria porcicola ecuatoriana.
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ABSTRACT

Ecuador and Chile signed the Economic Complementation Agreement No. 65 on March
10, 2008 and entered into force in 2010, replacing the ACE No. 32 signed in 1994 by the
same nations under the legal protection of the Latin American Integration Association
(ALADI). According to the agencies of both countries, the agreement has helped the trade
balance to be positive for trade relations between the two parties, however the trade
balance is constituted by the exchange of several products that are contemplated in the
agreement and one of them it is the pork meat in all its presentations, product that is object
of the present investigation. The historical development of relations between Ecuador and
Chile has been positive in all aspects and is becoming stronger. The commerce of nations
is mainly oil; considering that their economies are not complementary and Ecuador did
not diversify in the supply of its products, the expected benefit of the ACE No. 65 has not
been obtained. The present investigation provides a general view that refers to a specific
reality, to the analysis of the incidence of Economic Complementation Agreement No. 65

in the Ecuadorian pork industry.
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
