RESUMEN

La investigacion se centra en el analisis de la inversion extranjera directa (IED) y su
influencia en el crecimiento de la industria manufacturera del calzado bajo régimen de
perfeccionamiento pasivo R - 21, periodo 2010 — 2018; considerando que la IED, tiene
una funcién significativa en el crecimiento empresarial del Ecuador. Se ha contemplado
dos corrientes tedricas; la primera es la teoria de la IED la cual se fundamenta en la
estabilidad y apertura econ6mica que debe tener un pais para fomentar la llegada de
capitales. Adicionalmente, la teoria de la dependencia la cual establece que el progreso
de un pais en vias de desarrollo depende de uno desarrollado con capacidad
econOmica dispuesto para la inversion. En este contexto, es necesario analizar el
comportamiento de la IED en Ecuador y las politicas gubernamentales que han influido
en la atraccién de capital extranjero para el desarrollo de la produccién y exportaciones
del pais. Se tiene como base metodoldgica un enfoque mixto, el cual es determinante
para generar informacion eficiente para la construccion de escenarios que pueden
desarrollarse en base a la IED y la industria manufacturera del calzado. Ademas, se
emplea el método descriptivo, fundamental para abordar las variables de la
problematica de investigacion ya que, al tener dimensiones macroeconémicas, deben

ajustarse al analisis de factores que intervienen en el desarrollo de la industria.
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ABSTRACT

The research focuses on the analysis of foreign direct investment (FDI) and its influence
on the growth of the footwear manufacturing industry under outward processing regime
R - 21, period 2010 - 2018. This considering that FDI, has a function significant in the
business growth of Ecuador, being that the private sector is the greatest generator of
wealth. Consequently, for it has been contemplated two theoretical currents to explain
the found phenomenon; the first is the theory of FDI, which is based on the stability and
economic openness that a country must have to encourage the arrival of capital,
additionally, reference is made to the dependency theory which establishes that the
progress of a developing country depends on a developed one with economic capacity
ready for investment. In this context, it is necessary to analyze the behavior of FDI in
Ecuador and the government policies that have influenced the attraction of foreign
capital for the development of the country's production and exports. For the
development of the research, methodological basis is a mixed approach, which is crucial
to generate useful information for the construction of scenarios that can be developed
based on FDI and manufacturing industry. In addition, the descriptive method is used,
study is essential to address the variables of the research problem, which, having
macroeconomic dimensions, the researcher must adjust to the analysis and synthesis of
the general factors that intervene in the development of the footwear industry.
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
