RESUMEN

El financiamiento crediticio es un factor fundamental para emprender cualquier actividad
econdmica. Ecuador es considerado uno de los paises con mas microemprendiemientos a nivel de
América Latina en donde mas del 80% de empresas constituidas pertenecen a este sector, por su
parte en el Canton Mejia de todos los negocios censados el 91% son microempresas. Sin
embargo, las condiciones de financiamiento que se aplica no son las mas favorables del mercado,
una de sus principales alternativas es el microcrédito cuyas caracteristicas son elevadas tasas de
interés y periodos de corto plazo. El desarrollo de la investigacion se basa en el objetivo de
analizar si una determinada alternativa de financiamiento influye de manera significativa en el
desarrollo econdmico de la microempresa del sector comercio al por menor del Cantén Mejia. La
presente investigacion se desarrolld en seis capitulos que describen la situacion actual del
microempresario; fundamentos teodricos, de referencia, conceptuales; una recoleccion de datos
mediante una técnica documental y de campo; para el tratamiento de informacidn se trabajo con
el software estadistico SPSS Statistics 25, se utilizd la estadistica inferencial para probar la
hipdtesis a través de andlisis bivariados con pruebas Chi cuadrado y una prueba de correlacion de
Spearman para medir la relacion entre las variables; finalmente se elabor6 como propuesta de
mejora una guia de financiamiento destinada al microempresario para brindarle informacion que

le permita tomar mejores decisiones en materia financiera.
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ABSTRACT
Credit financing is a fundamental factor in undertaking any economic activity. Ecuador is
considered one of the countries with the most micro-entrepreneurships in Latin America where
more than 80% of the companies that belong to this sector. The Canton Mejia 91% the businesses
registered are microenterprises. However, the financing conditions applied to them are not the
most favorable in the market, one of their main alternatives is microcredit whose characteristics
are high interest rates and short-term periods. The development of the research is based on the
objective of analyzing whether a certain financing alternative has a significant influence on the
economic development of the microenterprise of the retail sector of the Mejia Canton. The
present investigation was developed in six chapters that describe the current situation of the
microentrepreneur; theoretical, reference, conceptual foundations; a data collection through a
documentary and field technique; for the treatment of information we worked with the statistical
software SPSS Statistics 25, inferential statistics was used to test the hypothesis through bivariate
analysis with Chi square tests and a Spearman correlation test to measure the relationship
between the variables; Finally, a financing guide for the microentrepreneur was prepared as an
improvement proposal to provide him with information that allows him to make better financial

decisions.
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
