Resumen
La presente investigacion tiene por objeto el estudio de la incidencia financiera de las
adjudicaciones de compras puUblicas inclusivas, a través del Servicio Nacional de
Compras Publicas SERCOP, el cual pone a disposicion de las instituciones
contratantes, herramientas como ferias inclusivas y catélogo dinamico inclusivo, las
cuales han favorecido a las asociaciones que pertenecen a la Economia Popular y
Solidaria EPS, a formar parte del portafolio de proveedores del estado; las compras
publicas inclusivas por parte de entidades municipales estan orientadas al
fortalecimiento socioeconémico de los actores de la EPS como lo son las asociaciones
en el Distrito Metropolitano de Quito mediante la implementacion de la ordenanza
municipal N° 539 la cual dispone que todas las entidades municipales, destinen por lo
menos el 5% del total de sus planes anuales de compras a proveedores

pertenecientes al sector mencionado.

Para demostrar la incidencia que tuvieron las compras publicas inclusivas municipales
en los actores de la EPS, se llevara a cabo el andlisis de indicadores financieros tales
como: rentabilidad, liquidez y endeudamiento a los estados financieros de las
asociaciones que son objeto de la presente investigacion en el periodo comprendido
entre los afios 2016 - 2018. Posteriormente se realizaran correlaciones de las

variables de estudio a fin de determinar el grado de incidencia y su explicacion.
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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to study the financial impact of inclusive public
procurement awards, through the National Public Procurement Service (SERCOP),
which provides contracting entities with tools such as inclusive fairs and an inclusive
dynamic catalog, which have favored the associations that belong to the Popular and
Solidarity Economy to form part of the portfolio of state suppliers; Inclusive public
purchases by municipal entities are aimed at the socioeconomic strengthening of the
actors of the popular and solidarity economy, such as associations in the Metropolitan
District of Quito, through the implementation of municipal ordinance No. 539, which
provides that all municipal entities, destined at least 5% of the total of their annual
purchasing planes to suppliers belonging to micro, small and medium-sized companies
as well as craftsmen and actors of the popular and solidarity economy.

To demonstrate the impact of inclusive public procurement awards on the actors of the
popular and solidarity economy, the analysis of financial indicators such as: profitability,
liquidity and indebtedness in the financial statements of the associations that are the
object of the present research in the period between 2016 - 2018. Subsequently,
correlations will be made of the study variables in order to determine the degree of

incidence and its explanation.
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
