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Resumen

La presente investigacion busca conocer los desafios de la docencia infantil en Ecuador, en el
marco de la pandemia COVID-19. Para ello se recolectaron datos por medio de la aplicacién de
una encuesta dirigida a 230 docentes de nifios de 3-6 afios. El estudio es de modalidad
bibliografica, nivel correlacional, descriptivo, con enfoque cuantitativo y cualitativo. Para el
analisis de datos se empleé el chi-cuadrado y V. de Cramer, para identificar el nivel de
dependencia entre variables. En conclusidn, se determiné la dependencia del
acompafiamiento de padres con la participacion de los nifios en clase y de las actividades de
interaccion con el nivel de logro en el ambito curricular de convivencia. A su vez, no se
evidencio la asociacion esperada entre la incorporacion de las TICs en la comunicacién con la
interaccion docente-alumno, ni en el nimero de estrategias empleadas con el nivel de
participacion de clase.
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Abstract

This research seeks to understand the challenges of early childhood education in Ecuador, in
the framework of the COVID-19 pandemic. For that reason, data were collected through the
application of a survey directed to 230 teachers of children aged 3-6 years. The study is of
bibliographic modality, correlational level, descriptive, with a quantitative and qualitative
approach. Chi-square and V. Cramer were used for data analysis to identify the level of
dependence between variables. In conclusion, the dependence of the accompaniment of
parents with the participation of the children in class and of the interaction activities with the
level of achievement in the curricular area of coexistence was determined. At the same time,
the expected association between the incorporation of ICTs in communication and teacher-
student interaction was not evidenced, nor was the number of strategies used with the level of
class participation.
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
