Resumen

El presente trabajo de investigacion permite comprender el perfil competitivo de los paises que
conforman la Comunidad Andina frente al comercio bilateral que maneja independientemente
cada pais andino con la Union Europea en el periodo 2015-2021; mediante el andlisis de
informacién relevante tal como los antecedentes historicos de la relacién comercial entre los
blogues, la evolucién de las exportaciones e importaciones tanto con el mundo como entre los
dos bloques, balanza comercial, panorama general de los paises andinos, e incluso la
informacion de los reportes de enfoques competitivos relevantes segiin Doing Business, indice
de Competitividad Global y el indice de Libertad Econémica.
Se pretende determinar la competitividad exportadora de Ecuador, Colombia, Peru y Bolivia de
cuatro productos principales que se exportan hacia el mercado europeo, mediante el célculo del
indice de la Ventaja Comparativa Revelada de Balassa; a fin de dar a conocer que paises son
mas aptos para exportar los productos analizados, a manera de que estos puedan
especializarse en lo que produzcan de manera mas eficiente y reconocer el grado de
importancia que su producto tiene para la Unién Europea.
Al ordenar la informacién, se procede a comparar los datos de cada pais y determinar cual es
mas competitivo y por qué. Esta investigacién simplemente describe el comportamiento de las
variables, sin manipularlas, mientras se realiza un analisis de los impactos de las variables de
estudio. Colombia, Peru, Ecuador y Bolivia no han competido en las mismas condiciones, dado
gue no todos poseen un tratado de libre comercio con la UE o incluso por no haber establecido
un acuerdo comercial al mismo tiempo. Los paises andinos deben generar estrategias
competitivas vinculadas a ofrecer productos con valor agregado y a la par establecer alianzas
comerciales con marcas que permitan la comercializacion de los productos andinos en el
mercado europeo.
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Abstract

This research work allows us to understand the competitive profile of the countries that make up
the Andean Community against the bilateral trade that each Andean country handles
independently with the European Union in the period 2015-2021; through the analysis of
relevant information such as the historical background of the trade relationship between the
blocs, the evolution of exports and imports both with the world and between the two blocs, trade
balance, general overview of the Andean countries, and even information of the reports of
relevant competitive approaches according to Doing Business, the Global Competitiveness
Index and the Index of Economic Freedom.
It is intended to determine the export competitiveness of Ecuador, Colombia, Peru and Bolivia of
four main products that are exported to the European market, by calculating the Balassa
Revealed Comparative Advantage Index; in order to make known which countries are more
suitable for exporting the analyzed products, so that they can specialize in what they produce
more efficiently and recognize the degree of importance that their product has for the European
Union.
With the gathered information, we’ll proceed to compare the data of each country and determine
which one is more competitive and why. This research simply describes the behavior of the
variables, without manipulating them, while performing an analysis of the impacts of the study
variables. Colombia, Peru, Ecuador and Bolivia have not competed under the same conditions,
since not all of them have a free trade agreement with the EU or even because they have not
established a trade agreement at the same time. The Andean countries must generate
competitive strategies linked to offering products with added value and at the same time
establish commercial alliances with brands that allow the commercialization of Andean products
in the European market.
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
