RESUMEN

Factores como, el fin de la guerra fria, la desaparicion del conflicto bipolar y la
necesidad de reformular un nuevo concepto de seguridad global, han dado
lugar al tratamiento y consideracion del tema de los Mecanismos de Fomento
de la Confianza Mutua (MFCM) en diferentes foros multilaterales, como la
Organizacion de Naciones Unidas (ONU), la Organizacion de los Estados
Americanos (OEA) y la Conferencia sobre Cooperacion y Seguridad en
Europa (CSCE), en los cuales se han llevado a cabo debates para fomentar la
confianza en la region. Los MFCM son tratados, decisiones, compromisos,
convenios, reuniones, entendimientos y gestiones politicas, cuyo objetivo es
fomentar confianza entre sus participantes a través de la transparencia en las
acciones relacionadas a la limitacion de compra de armas, reduccion de la
posibilidad de ejecucion de operaciones, y prevencion de crisis y conflictos
mediante las negociaciones. Los MFCM, entre Ecuador y Colombia
constituyen obligaciones mutuas contraidas por ambos Estados, cuyo
cumplimiento ha sido concientizado por los intereses compartidos como, el
fortalecimiento de la democracia, el respeto a la libertad, la integracion
econdmica, la promocion de los derechos humanos, la preservacion de la
justicia social, el desarrollo de sus economias, con el principal objetivo de
alcanzar el bienestar de sus pueblos y la preservacion de la paz entre sus
naciones, para lo cual existen instrumentos fundamentales como la Comisién
de Vecindad e Integracion y la Comision Binacional Fronteriza que estan

basados en los intereses binacionales.
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ABSTRACT

Factors such as the end of the cold war, the disappearance of the bipolar
conflict and the need to reformulate a new concept of global security, have
given rise to the processing and consideration of the issue of the mutual
confidence-building mechanisms in different multilateral forums, such as the
Organization of United Nations (UN), the Organization of American States
(OAS) and the Conference on Cooperation and Security in Europe (OSCE) in
which discussions have been conducted to build confidence in the region.
Mutual trust mechanisms are series of treaties, decisions, commitments,
conventions, meetings, understandings and political efforts, which are
intended to directly or indirectly promote trust in the relationship of its
participants through transparency in actions related to the purchase of arms
limitation, reduction of the possibility of execution of operations, and
prevention of crises and conflicts through negotiations. The mechanisms of
mutual trust between Ecuador and Colombia consist of mutual obligations of
both States which has been raising the values and shared interests such as
the strengthening of democracy, respect for freedom, economic integration,
the promotion of human rights, the preservation of social justice, the
development of their economies, with the objective of achieving the well-being
of their peoples and the preservation of peace between their Nations for which
have been generated fundamental instruments such as the Neighborhood and
Integration Commission and the Binational Border Commission
(COMBIFRON) that are based on the bi-national interests.
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
